HOME HEMODIALYSIS

For some dialysis patients, this 
treatment method presents a 
viable alternative to in-center 
dialysis. Studies have shown 

that patients perceive 
significant benefits when 

dialyzing at home.

PERITONEAL DIALYSIS

A treatment method that uses 
the patient’s peritoneum, i.e. 
the lining covering the inner 

wall of the abdominal cavity and 
the abdominal organs, as the 

dialyzing membrane.

IN-CENTER DIALYSIS

A treatment method in which the 
patient’s blood flows through 

plastic bloodlines into a special 
filter, the dialyzer. In the 

dialyzer, waste products from 
metabolic processes and excess 

water are removed from the 
blood and transported away in 
the dialysate. Afterwards, the
 purified blood is returned to 

the patient’s body. 

CHRONIC KIDNEY FAILURE 
is the permanent failure of the kidney 
resulting from a slow and progressive 

loss of renal function over several 
years. Patients with chronic kidney 
failure have to regularly undergo 

dialysis treatment, either in a dialysis 
center or at home.

ACUTE KIDNEY FAILURE
 is the acute loss of renal function. 

Patients with acute kidney failure are 
treated in an intensive care unit over 

the course of several days, usually 
24 hours a day. After a while, the 

kidneys generally regain their 
function to such an extent that 

acute dialysis is no longer required.
